1.  Introduction: 
 

Post   Graduate   Entrance   Test-2023   is   being   conducted   for   the   purpose   of   determining the 
eligibility    for    admission    of    students   to    M.Sc    (Nursing) / MPT / M.Pharm / Pharm-D (Post 
Baccalaureate) courses  in Government / Private / Aided / Unaided Minority/Non-Minority   
Nursing, Physiotherapy, Pharmacy Colleges within the State of Karnataka for the  academic year 
2023-24. 

 

2. Eligibility: 
 
 

a. M.  Sc. Nursing: 
(i)      Candidate should be a citizen of India. 
 

(ii)       Candidate   should have passed B.Sc Nursing (Basic) or  B.Sc.  Hons. 
Nursing or Post Basic B.Sc.  in Nursing degree or Post Certificate 
B.Sc 
Nursing    with    a    minimum    of    55%    aggregate    marks    from    Rajiv    
Gandhi University      of      Health      Sciences,      Karnataka      (RGUHS),      or      any      
other University  located  in  Karnataka  state,  accepted  as  equivalent  by  Rajiv 
Gandhi University   of   Health   Sciences,   Karnataka.   The institution should have     
been recognized   by    Indian   Nursing   Council.      SC/ST   candidates should   
have   a minimum   of   50%   aggregate  marks  in  the   qualifying examination. 
 

 

 
(iii)      a.   Passed  B.Sc.  Nursing (Basic) or  Post  Basic  B.Sc.  in  Nursing  degree  or Post 

Certificate   B.Sc.   Nursing   of   Rajiv   Gandhi   University   of   Health Sciences, 
Karnataka  (RGUHS),  or  any  other  University  accepted  as equivalent by Rajiv 
Gandhi University of Health Sciences, Karnataka. 

b.   Minimum   of   one   year   of   experience   after   obtaining   B.Sc.   Nursing 
(Basic),    in    a    Hospital    or    in    Nursing    educational    Institution    or 
Community   Health    setting    (completed    or   completing   on   or   
before Date of Counselling.  For candidate with Post Basic B.Sc.  in Nursing 
Degree no such experience is needed after graduation. 

 
 

(iv)       Candidate    should   have    registered    in   State   Nursing   Council   as   a 
Registered Nurse and Registered 
Midwife. 

(v)        Shall   be   a registered  nurse  and  registered   midwife  for  admission  to branches. 
I.    Medical Surgical Nursing 
II. Community Health Nursing 
III. Pediatric Nursing 
IV. Obstetrics and Gynecology Nursing 
V.  Psychiatric Nursing 
 

b. Master of Physiotherapy: 
 

(i) Candidate should be a citizen of India and domicile of Karnataka.  
 
 
 



(ii)       Candidate   who   has   passed   or   appearing   the   examination/internship B.Sc. 
(PT)  or  BPT  degree  from  this  University  or  any  other  University located  in 
Karnataka  state  recognized  as  equivalent  by  RGUHS  with  not less  than  
50% of  marks  in  aggregate  are  eligible.  And such applicants should     produce     
all documents    including    internship    on   or   before counseling date. 

(iii)    Candidate should not have attained the age of 45years on the last date fixed for 
submission of application to PG Degree Entrance Test.  

(iv) Candidates  who  have  completed  or  are  completing  Internship  on  or before 
date  of  counseling. 

 

Government of Karnataka In-Service Candidates: 
 

In    addition    to    the    above,    the    In-service    candidates    have    to    fulfill    the    following 
conditions for admission to Post-Graduate courses in Nursing and Physiotherapy. It is mandatory 
for the In-service candidates to appear for the entrance test. 

1.    An  In-service  candidate  who  is  already  holding  a  Post  Graduate  Degree  in any 
specialty shall  not  be eligible for admission to any other Post Graduate Degree. 

 

2.   An  In-service  candidate  who  is  studying  in  any  Post  Graduate  Degree  course shall 
not be eligible for admission. 

 

3.   In-service candidates from Govt./Govt. Autonomus institution shall opt PG Nursing seats 
only in the Government Nursing Institution. However if seats are not available in the 
Government institution in such a case they can opt seat from Private Nursing Institution. 
(No. MED 443 MSF 2022 Dated 02.01.2023.) 

 

4.  The  eligibility  for  appearance  of  in-service  candidates  in  PGET  is  subject  to the 
provisions     of     KCSR’s    and    relevant    Government    Rules/Notifications governing 
state services. 

5.   The Eligible In-Service candidates who is willing to apply for M.Sc Nursing & MPT Should 
submit application with all necessary information to DME and DME in turn should 
send the list of Eligible candidates. 

 

Government  In-service  -  Physiotherapists &  Nurses  should  apply through  proper  
channel i.e.  (concerned  Heads of Department) and also should furnish the following 
information: 

 

1.  Whether  they  have  been  deputed  to  any  postgraduate  degree  courses  earlier by  
      the Government 
2.   Whether they belong to SC / ST category 
3.   Whether any enquiry is pending against him / her 
4.   Whether he / she is under suspension / unauthorized absence 

 

 
C.  M. Pharm 

 
i.   Candidate should be a citizen of India. 
ii.   Candidate should have born in the Karnataka state.* 
iii.   Candidate    should    have    passed    B.Pharm    Degree    examination   of    Rajiv Gandhi 

University of  Health Sciences, or B.Pharm examination of  any other recognized   Indian 
University     established     by     law     located     in Karnataka state     or     any     other 
degree    courses    in    Pharmacy    in    an institutions   located   in   Karnataka   state 
recognized    as    equivalent    by RGUHS, Pharmacy  Council of India  (PCI)  or All India 
Council of  Technical Education (A.I.C.T.E.) for this purpose and who has secured not less 
than 55%  of  the  maximum marks ,50% in case of SC/ST Cat-I  (aggregate of  four  years) 
prescribed  for  the Qualifying  examination  shall  be  eligible  for  the  admission  to  the 
M.Pharm course. 

 
 



iv.   Provided   candidates   who   are   in   the   final   year   of   B.Pharm   course   in colleges 
recognized by PCI and AICTE are also eligible to appear for the Entrance Test under these 
Regulations.” -  (As per G.O. No. HFW 290 PTD 2012, dated: 24-02-2015). 

v.   The    candidates    who    have    appeared    for    the    qualifying    B.Pharm examination 
and  waiting  for  the  results  should  submit  the   result  copy at the time of verification 
along  with  the  photocopy  of  Hall  ticket  for  having attended    the    Final    B.Pharm 
Examination at the time of Verification,  otherwise   the candidates shall loose the Eligibility 
for PGET. 

vi.   Candidate  should  not  have  attained  the  age  of  45  years  on  the  last  date fixed for 
submission of application of PG Entrance Test. 

 
 
*  Candidates born  in  Karnataka means candidates of  Karnataka origin    or   his   or   her 

parents   (father   or   mother)   has   been   a   resident   of Karnataka  State  for  a  period  of 

not  less  than  ten  years  and  who  produces  a certificate from the concerned Tahashildar to 

that effect.

Board   or   University    established   by   law    located   in Karnataka  or  any  other 
degree  courses  in  Pharmacy  in  an  institutions located   in   Karnataka   recognized as   
equivalent   by   RGUHS,   Pharmacy Council   of   India   (PCI)   or   All   India Council  
of   Technical  Education (A.I.C.T.E.) for this purpose and who has secured not less than 
55% of the maximum  marks  (aggregate  of  four  years)  prescribed  for  the qualification 
examination shall be  eligible for  the admission to  the Pharma-D (Post Baccalaureate) 
course. 

iv. For    SC/ST    &    Category-I    (Karnataka)    candidates,    the    prescribed percentage of 
marks will be 50% of the maximum marks in the qualifying examination. 

 

v. The candidates who have written the qualifying B.Pharm examination and waiting for the 
results should submit  the    result    copy at the time of verification  along  with  the 
photocopy  of   Hall  ticket  for  having  attended the  Final  B.Pharm  Examination, 
otherwise the candidates shall loose the Eligibility for PGET. 

vi. Candidate should not  have attained the  age  of  45  years  on  the last  date fixed for 
submission of application of PG Entrance Test. 

 
*  Candidates born  in  Karnataka  means  candidates  of  Karnataka  origin  who   or   his   or 

her  parents  (father  or   mother)  has   been   a   resident  of Karnataka State for  a  period 

of  not  less  than  ten  years  and  who  produces  a certificate from the concerned Tahashildar 

to that effect. 
 
 

Government of Karnataka In-Service Candidates: (If applicable) 
 

In   addition   to   the   above,   the   In-service   candidates   have   to   fulfill   the   following 
conditions for admission to Post-Graduate courses in Pharmacy. It is mandatory for the In-service 
candidates to appear for the Entrance Test. 

 
1.  An  In-service  candidate  who  is  already  holding  a  Post  Graduate  Degree  in any 

specialty shall not be eligible for admission to any other Post Graduate Degree. 
 

2.  An In-service candidate who is studying in any Post Graduate Degree course shall not be 
eligible for admission. 

 

3.  No candidate  who  is  above  45  years  as  on  the  last  date  fixed  for  receipt  of 
application shall be eligible for admission. 

 

4.  The  eligibility  for  appearance  of  In-service  candidates  in  PGET  is  subject  to the 
provisions   of    KCSR’s   and    relevant   Government   Rules/Notifications governing 
state services. 

 



Government  In-service  -  Pharmacists  should  apply  through  proper  channel  i.e. (concerned 
Heads  of   Department)  and  also  should  furnish  the  following information:

For Physically Disability category: 
 

(Seats  will  be  allotted  depending  on  the  availability  of  seats  as  per  Seat  Matrix 
published by Government  of  Karnataka) 

 

“Candidates    with   Physical   Disability   ranging   above   40%    should   produce   a    
Medical Certificate issued by Chairman, State Disability Board or any equivalent authority of 
State   of Karnataka  in  the  field  of  concerned  disability  along  with  the  application form    
for    the entrance   test.   Candidates   suffering   from   hearing   disability   should 
compulsorily    obtain and     produce     a     BSER     (Brain     Stem     Evoked     Response) 
Audiometry     Report     from NIMHANS/Manipal    Hospital/Government    Speech    and 
Hearing    Institute,   Lingarajapuram, Bangalore.    At   the   time  of   counseling,   the 
candidates    required    to    appear    for    medical examination      before      a      Committee 
comprising   of   the   Registrar,   RGUHS,   Bangalore,   as Chairman  and  three   specialists 
from  the  department  of  Orthopedics,  Ophthalmology  and ENT.  The  Medical  Board shall  
examine  the  candidate  and  certify  regarding  the  percentage of  disability  and the  decision  
of  the  Medical  Board  will  be  final.  For  the  purpose  of  this provision, persons   with   the   
disability   shall   have   the   same   meaning   assigned   to   it   in the 
‘Persons       with       Disabilities       (Equal       Opportunities,       Protection       of       Rights       
and Participation)  Act  1995  (Central  Act  1/1995).  The  candidates  with  disability  less than  
40% will  not  be  eligible  for  claiming  a  seat  under  Physically  Disabled  Category. The  
candidate s selecting  seat  under  PH  quota  are  ineligible  to  select  a  seat  in  the 
consequent round of counseling”. 

NOTE:   The   Physically   Disabled   candidates   who   fail   to   appear   before   the committee  
on the  day  fixed  for  medical  examination  will  not  be  eligible  for selection  of  a  seat  
under Physically Disabled quota

the data   entered   by   you   is   correct.   The   system   will   ask   for   uploading photograph    
and the    scanned    photograph    of    .jpg    format    file    with    the    above mentioned   
specification has   to   be   uploaded.   An   Application   Number   will   get generated and 
please record it for your   future   usage.   In-service   candidates   should   submit   their   
applications   through   the concerned   Head   of    the   Department   and   no   advance   
copy    will   be entertained. 

 

Please  note  that  the  candidate  will  not  become  eligible  for  attending  the  entrance test  
only by online  registration.
